PART IV. STORM WATER MANAGEMENT PROGRAMS

Requirements

The permittee must develop, implement, and enforce a storm water management program designed to reduce the discharge of
pollutants from your small municipal separate storm sewer system to the maximum extent practicable (MEP), to protect water quality,
and to satisfy the appropriate water quality requirements of the lllinois Pollution Control Board Rules and Regulations (35 1ll. Adm.
Code, Subtitle C, Chapter 1) and the Clean Water Act. Your storm water management program must include the minimum control
measures described in section B of this Part. For new permitiees, the permittee must develop and implement a program by the date
specified in your coverage letter. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency’s National Menu of Storm Water Best Management
Practices (http://cfpub.epa.gov/npdes/stormwater/menuofbmps/index.cfm) and the most recent version of the lllinois Urban Manual
should be consulted regarding the selection of appropriate BMPs.
